WINTER TIP: SAFELY STORE YOUR NALOXONE

AS TEMPERATURES DROP, IT'S IMPORTANT TO KEEP YOUR
NALOXONE EFFECTIVE AND READY TO USE. HERE'S HOW TO SAFELY
STORE IT DURING FREEZING WEATHER:

IDEAL TEMPERATURE: STORE NALOXONE AT ROOM TEMP. SHORT-
TERM EXPOSURE TO COLDER OR WARMER TEMPS IS OKAY, BUT TRY TO
AVOID EXTREMES.

PROTECT FROM FREEZING: AVOID LEAVING NALOXONE IN YOUR CAR
OR OUTSIDE IN FREEZING TEMPS.

IF IT FREEZES: LET IT THAW AT ROOM TEMP FOR 15 MINS—-IF IT'S
FROZEN IN AN EMERGENCY, YOU CAN PLACE IT IN YOUR UNDERARM
AREA OR RUB BETWEEN YOUR HANDS TO THAW QUICKLY.
